Subject:  Change to GSA Advantage SIP/EDI text file submission process

Dear MAS Partners:

On November 28th 2005, we will upgrade the Schedules Input Program software and EDI catalog submission process to allow for the submission of text files in PDF, MS Word (.doc), MS Excel (.xls), or HTM formats.  Existing text files will remain as they are on GSA Advantage until a file update is received in one of the new formats.  

Current SIP users will receive an automatic upgrade (once the application is opened after 11/28) that will provide this new feature.  Instructions are provided in SIP.

For EDI users, we will no longer accept text files in an 864 format.  Text files must be in one of the formats above and must be uploaded via FTP or the Vendor Support Center website (vsc.gsa.gov).  Please check the VSC website for more specifics on how to submit your text file.

We’re excited about this change as it provides more flexibility and an easier method for updating text file documents.  If you have questions, please contact the VSC help desk at 877-495-4849 or send an e-mail to vendor.support@gsa.gov.

EDI CHANGES:

We want to allow for more types of files to be allowed, so in order to support that we can't wrap them in an 864 transaction set format.

Terms and Conditions (T&Cs) and Service related text files will then be allowed to be submitted using .pdf, .doc, .xls, and html OR vendors can submit a URL in the 832 which will reference back to their own website (this URL would be an additional/different one from the one that can be submitted at the header level in the 832 for the company website or at the product level).

Here's the EDI specific information:

-To accommodate the text filename in the 832 the REF segment in the header will be used. The "TN" qualifier will be used in the REF01 and the actual filename will be placed in the REF03.

-To accommodate the URL in the 832 the REF segment will be used. The "KZ" qualifier will used in the REF01 and the URL will be placed in the REF03. 

Additional notes:

1.Any 864 still sitting in CORs after that date will still be allowed to be approved or rejected by the CO but we will no longer accept any new 864s after that date. 

2.The filenames of these .pdfs, .xls, .docs, .html must not contain spaces

3.There is no size limit

4.When you ftp them to me, the filename must be the contractnumber_filename(of the document).correct extension

5.Can't submit both a file and a URL in the 832
