Changes for the 832 for GSA Advantage:

-Submit UPC

Use the LIN segment and the “UP” qualifier

 Products without UPCs create challenges for both GSA and our customers, but more importantly, they degrade the shopping experience for our customers due to duplicate product listings and incorrect search matches.  

 Please begin to gather and populate the UPC field for your contract products . You may need to get this information from the product manufacturer or your product content provider.

We will be validating the UPC/ISBN. We do only ISBN-13 for now. UPC is 11/12 digits, all numeric. FYI: UPC and ISBN are two numbering types used within the 14 digit GTIN.

Here is some info that may be useful concerning the UPC requirement:
· We have had UPC as optional in SIP/EDI for sometime
· We require one UPC for certain SINs.  
·  We will now validate the UPC using an algorthim.  This prevents bad UPCs.
· Vendors cannot send duplicate UPCs. 
· A UPC is 12 digits but can also be entered with two leading zeros.  For example we will accept both 00038576013520 and 038576013520.  Also, in this case where the 12 digit UPC starts with zero, we will also accept the 11 digit version like 38576013520.
· Books don't have UPCs they have ISBNs.  We check format of ISBN's also.
· Vendors who can't find UPCs may want to google the product part number and include "UPC" as a search keyword.

We will maintain the list of SINs that require UPC with the table that contains SIN/MO. This look-up table will also include those SINs that require photos.

-Submit UNSPSC

Use the PID segment as follows:

PID*S*08*GS*00000000

UNSPSC must be 8 digits all numeric and may not start with zero 


-No longer allowing FOB Origin – Buyer pays shipping costs (FOB Origin GBL and prepay)

-Contractor level website URL mandatory
