v.  Fixed Escalation Tab - Removed Current Market Rates and GSA % Basic
Discount columns, added ‘Contractor or Customer Facility or Both’ column,
linked cell B1 to cell F1 of the Pricing Terms tab

vi.  Language Services-Translation & Language Services-Other tabs were
removed from the Offer Services and Training PPT and are now category
specific. This PPT, titled ‘SINs 541930 Translation and Interpretation Services
& 611630 Linguistic Training and Education’ will now be located under the
“Templates to download, complete, and upload in eOffer (if applicable”)
section on the- Available Offerings and Requirements.
